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INVOCATION 
P: We begin the name of the Creator, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. Amen. 

CONFESSION & FORGIVENESS 
P: Let us confess our sin in the presence of God and of one another.  

(Brief silence for reflection and self-examination) 

P:/C: Most merciful God, we confess that we are captive to sin and cannot free ourselves. We have true remorse 
and humbly repent. In your compassion forgive us our sins known and unknown, things we have done and things 
we have failed to do. Turn us again to you, and uphold us by your Spirit so that we may live and serve you in new-
ness of life through Jesus Christ our Savior and Lord. Amen.  

WORD Corinthians 11:23-26 
P: Paul’s First Letter to the Corinthians, the 11th Chapter (vv. 23-26)  

For I received from the Lord what I also handed on to you, that the Lord Jesus on the night when he was betrayed 
took a loaf of bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it and said, “This is my body that is for you. Do this in 
remembrance of me.” In the same way he took the cup also, after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in 
my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.” For as often as you eat this bread and drink the 
cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes. 

P: The Word of the Lord.   C: Thanks be to God.  

HOLY COMMUNION 
P: The Lord be with you.   C: And also with you. 

P: Lift up your hearts.   C: We lift them to the Lord. 

P: Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.  C: It is right to give our thanks and praise.

P: Again, after supper, he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it for all to drink, saying: This cup is the new covenant 
in my blood, shed for you and for all people for the forgiveness of sin. Do this in remembrance of me.  

OUR LORD’S PRAYER 
C:  Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in 
heaven. Give us this day our daily bread; and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against 
us; and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the 
glory, forever and ever. Amen. 

P: The blood of Christ shed for you. 

POST COMMUNION BLESSING AND PRAYER 
P: May the Body and the Blood of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ strengthen you and give you peace. 

P:/C: Let us pray. Gracious God, at these tables, you have nourished our body and soul with food and drink. As you 
have been food and drink for us, move us to be food and drink for one another, through Jesus Christ, our Savior 
and Lord. Amen. 

GOSPEL 
P: The Holy Gospel According to John the 13th & 14th Chapters C: Glory to you, O Lord. 

And during supper Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that he had come from 
God and was going to God, got up from the table, took off his outer robe, and tied a towel around himself. Then he 
poured water into a basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the towel that was tied 
around him. He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, “Lord, are you going to wash my feet?” Jesus answered, “You 
do not know now what I am doing, but later you will understand.” Peter said to him, “You will never wash my feet.” 
Jesus answered, “Unless I wash you, you have no share with me.” Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, not my feet only 
but also my hands and my head!” Jesus said to him, “One who has bathed does not need to wash, except for the 
feet, but is entirely clean. And you are clean, though not all of you.” For he knew who was to betray him; for this 
reason he said, “Not all of you are clean.” 

After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had returned to the table, he said to them, “Do you know 
what I have done to you? You call me Teacher and Lord—and you are right, for that is what I am. So if I, your Lord 
and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. For I have set you an example, that 
you also should do as I have done to you. Very truly, I tell you, servants are not greater than their master, nor are 
messengers greater than the one who sent them. If you know these things, you are blessed if you do them. I am not 
speaking of all of you; I know whom I have chosen. But it is to fulfill the scripture, ‘The one who ate my bread has 
lifted his heel against me.’ I tell you this now, before it occurs, so that when it does occur, you may believe that I am 
he. Very truly, I tell you, whoever receives one whom I send receives me; and whoever receives me receives him 
who sent me.” 

When he had gone out, Jesus said, “Now the Son of Man has been glorified, and God has been glorified in him. If 
God has been glorified in him, God will also glorify him in himself and will glorify him at once. Little children, I am 
with you only a little longer. You will look for me; and as I said to the Jews so now I say to you, ‘Where I am going, 
you cannot come.’ I give you a new commandment, that you love one another. Just as I have loved you, you also 
should love one another. By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you have love for one another.” 

Simon Peter said to him, “Lord, where are you going?” Jesus answered, “Where I am going, you cannot follow me 
now; but you will follow afterward.” Peter said to him, “Lord, why can I not follow you now? I will lay down my life 
for you.” Jesus answered, “Will you lay down your life for me? Very truly, I tell you, before the cock crows, you will 
have denied me three times. 

“Do not let your hearts be troubled. Believe in God, believe also in me. In my Father’s house there are many dwell-
ing places. If it were not so, would I have told you that I go to prepare a place for you? And if I go and prepare a 
place for you, I will come again and will take you to myself, so that where I am, there you may be also. And you 
know the way to the place where I am going.” Thomas said to him, “Lord, we do not know where you are going. 
How can we know the way?” Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Fa-
ther except through me.
